In the middle of  the 16th century was the name of the farm written Magnilleridt, which means that the first person who came to this place was a woman named Magnill (Magnhild). 


In the Jordebok  (old type of schedule of population) for 1550 is Olaf in Magnilleridt named as a farmer that was taxed for 8 horses.


In the jordebok for 1680 we can find Lars in Mancredh. When Mannered was incorporated with Jonsered I do not know but it must have been after 1791 because the property is not mentioned among the homesteads belonging to Jonsered in the estate inventory of Carl Habicht that died that year.


The parts of the homestead have presumably been bought in different periods during 1840-1850.


In the beginning of the 19th century lived a Mr. A Jonsson here and it is probable that he owned the main farm. 1820 it was owned by Per Andersson and 1825 by his heir. Later on lived here Carl Friberg and in 1850 a Mr. Billgvist.


The farmhouse was located a little bit below the stairs up to the church. The farmhouse was born just after the church was built.
